Focus on Folk Elegiac Addresses in
Huizhou Clan Genealogies

Abstract: According to the content folk elegiac addresses in Huizhou clan genealogies can be divid—
ed into addresses to pray for God’ s blessings addresses to mourn for the deceased and addresses for
other purposes. Folk elegiac addresses were written to commemorate the dead and ancestors of the
clan so they belonged to the whole clan; the addresses were composed at successive periods and were
time — ordered; the addresses varied in types and were filled with elements of folk customs. Folk ele—
giac addresses in Huizhou clan genealogies reflected the notion popular among Huizhou people that
one’ s spirit remains alive after his death and embodied the Confucian filial piety in the traditional
society. Composing elegiac addresses and delivering them in memorial ceremonies was of great signif—
icance to strengthening the consciousness of the same origin among members of the clan as well as
maintaining and consolidating the clan system. In the meantime it was a reflection of the pragmatism
and utilitarianism of folk memorial ceremonies.
